All students will need to be
supervised by a parent or appointed adult during the Spring Festival from 11 — 1:00 p.m.

Classrooms will be open Friday morning from 8:30 a.m. until 10:45 a.m. for visits by parents, grandparents and other
special guests. Most classrooms will have special presentations by the students and opportunities for our grandparents to
share with the children.
